                                                                                                                                        Responsibility of good sportsmanship lies with each member school.  Each school district has responsibility to insure that all individuals employed by or directly associated with their programs comport themselves in a sportsmanlike manner prior to, during and following a contest.
.

The NJTAC recognizes the fact that each school’s administration is responsible for their interscholastic athletic program. This includes the establishment of broad and specific policies relating to sportsmanship and the conduct of the activities in school.


The establishment of the principles of good sportsmanship in the minds of 




the entire school community is the responsibility of every member school.  



The kind of sportsmanship displayed by school representatives will reflect 




to each member school’s credit or otherwise.  Therefore, member schools 




are expected to conduct their relations with each other in a spirit of good 




sportsmanship.


The NJTAC recommends:




A.
School administration establishes broad and specific policies and 




procedures related to sportsmanship and to identify responsibilities 



of administrators.



B.
School administration shall insist that all personnel provide good 




examples of deportment and sportsmanship and if needed, to correct 



those at fault in an appropriate manner.




C.
Schools administrators are encouraged by the NJTAC to establish                                     policies, procedures and regulations that pertain to hazing and continue their focus sportsmanship,       citizenship and leadership.




D.
School administrators shall make clear the seriousness of a coach 




refusing to play or to complete an event and remind them of the 




severity of the penalty in this matter.  Such decisions are exclusively 



within the jurisdiction of the event officials once the event has 




started, or rest with home management if the event has not started.

                                    BOYS & GIRLS SOCCER
1. Member school will be placed in brackets as per there results from previous years tournament results

2. tournament director will set the dates for the 1st, 2nd, 3rd rounds
3. The home teams will select game site and pay for both officials

4. Teams will be reseeded for the semi-finals based on over-all season records

5. The finals will be at a predetminded site on the choice of the tournament director

6. The officials for the finals will be paid by the NJTAC at a fee based on the tournament director

BOYS AND GIRLS CROSS COUNTRY

1. Site of meet will be the decision of the tournament director

2. This will be a team and an individual event

3. Officials fees will be the decision of the tournament director

4. Teams must place no less than 5 runners and no more then 7 to qualify for a team.

GIRLS AND BOYS VOLLEYBALL

1. Game site is the decision of the tournament director

2. Officials fees is the decision of the tournament director

3. 1st round will be based on round robin play for each pool
4. 1st round teams play twice to 7 – 25.
5. each team has two time outs

6. 2nd round teams are bracketed based on points from 1st round

7. 2nd, semi-finals games go to 25.  One game elimination

8. Finals.  Game to 30 and one game elimination

BOYS AND GIRLS BASKETBALL

1. Tournament director will bracket each team as per the results of the previous tournament
2. 1st round and 2nd games the home team will determine the site and payment of the officials

3. Teams are rebracketed in the semi-finals based on season record

4. Finals will be the decision of the site of the tournament director

5. Officials fees will the decision of the tournament director and paid by the NJTAC

BASEBALL AND SOFTBALL

1. Tournament director will bracket each team based on their results from previous tournament
2. Tournament director will determined when teams will play.

3. 1st and 2nd rounds home team choices game site and payment of officials

4. In semi-finals, teams are rebracketed based on season records

5. Finals.  Tournament director will choice a site and NJTAC will pay for officials
GOLF

1. Proper golf attire will be enforced
2.  No caddies, carts and pull carts permitted
3.  Coaches maybe asked to Marshall
4.  This is an 18 hole team tournament, play-off will start at 1st green if necessary
5. A Site and tee times at tournaments director decision.
6. All teams must report 30 minutes prior to tee time

SWIMMING AND DRIVING
1. Each School is allowed 2 athletes in each event and 2 relays per event
2.  Each school is allowed to enter 2 relay, but only one can score
3. An athlete may only enter a max. of 2 individual and two relays
4. Scoring for individuals, 9-7-6-5-4-3-2-1
5. Scoring for relays, 18-14-12-10
6. It is the tournament directors decision on what type of events will be raced/completed
7. Events at swimming are as followed
200 med., 200 free, 200 im, 50 free, 100 fly, 100 free, 500 free, 200 free relay, 100 back, 100 breast, 400 free relay.

TRACK AND FIELD

1. Two entries and one relay per athlete 
2.  Seeding will be completed at meet and of the decision of the tournament director
3. Quarter inch spikes for this event.
4. Teams must supply there own batons
5. Track events are as followed,
100 meter high hurdles, 100 meter dash, 1600 meter run, 400 meter dash, 200 meter dash, 800 meter dash, 400 meter hurdles, 3200 meter run
6. Field evens are as followed
Shot put discus, javelin, long jump, triple jump, pole vault, high jump
7. Scoring for t4 teams, 6-4-3-2-1, for 5 teams, 8-6-4-2-1
CHEERLEADING

1. All routines must not exceed 2.5 minutes.  Penalty of 5 points will be deducted of final score.  There is no penalty if under 2.5 minutes
2. Time start when “captain says “ready”
3. Music is required, but can not exceed 1.5 minutes. Penalty of 5 points will be deducted from final score.
4. host school will provided sound system
5. Teams must provided spotters
6. Props are limited to pom-poms and signs No other props are permitted
This eliminates mini-trampolines, hats, posters and bells
7. Scoring is completed by professional judges
